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Nobelprize.org Webquest

1. Open up the Nobelprize.org website: http://nobelprize.org
2. On Monday, October 5, 2009 the award for Medicine will be announced. Tuesday will be Physics and Wednesday Chemistry. You must complete a spreadsheet that documents the winner(s) in each category, their background(s), affiliations and what work is being acknowledged and celebrated.

3. Look for information about the most current prize awarded today or yesterday.

4. Read what ever you can find about the winner(s). A good place to start is the “speed read” section.

5. Open up a second browser window and load science8.org. Go to the downloads page and download the Nobel Prize Awards Spreadsheet.

6. Begin filling out the information on the spreadsheet for the prizes awarded so far.

7. Go to File-Save As and rename your spreadsheet: lastname_class_NobelSpread and save it in your documents folder.

8. Email a copy of this document to yourself now.

9. Go back to the Nobel website. Directly under the Nobelprize.org logo you will see a link called ALFRED NOBEL click on that link and then click on Timeline listed under the heading: Alfred Nobel-The Man Behind the Nobel Prize

10. Read over the dates and events in Alfred’s life. Pick any three events and explain why you believe these to be most significant or “life-changing” events.

11. Go back to the Nobel homepage and click on the first link below the logo that says NOBEL PRIZES. The click on the Physics page. Click on the link that says Nobel Prize Medal. Describe the image on the medal and it’s meaning.

12. Do the same as #11 for chemistry.

13. Do the same for #11 for medicine.

14. Go back to the main page and click on the link called EDUCATIONAL GAMES. Navigate around here and play as many simulations as you have time for. Describe what you saw and how it was related to the Nobel Prize.
