AY Presentation Plan

You will be working in the computer lab today to outline what your AY Presentation will look like in exactly 14 days from today! Please open up a new Word document and be sure to include EVERYTHING on the following check list.  Please print a copy of today’s work/report and hand it in before you leave class.

Here are the guidelines for what you will share during your presentation.

1. The name of my project is...please come up with a catchy title that sparks the attention of your audience. 

2. The "hook" I will begin my presentation with will be...(this should focus your audience's attention to a specific area that relates to the science involved in your topic) 

3. I hope my audience will learn...( a minimum of 3 science-related objectives that members of your audience will remember) 

4. If a member of my audience wants to learn more about my topic I will direct them to... 

5. The three best references I used to gain a better understanding of the science behind my topic were... 

6. Here is an outline of how I will present my project to the class(this can be a numbered list or bulleted list ) 

7. The materials I will use or need for my project are... 

Today you will create a written report that includes ALL of the following parts:
· 1)Proper Heading (Name, Class, Date) upper-right corner. Catcy Title Centered for your project. Provide an Introductory paragraph (min. 5 sentences). Please make this paragraph focus on the SCIENCE involved in your project

· 2)Import, and text-wrap, at least one image into this document that relates to your project. Write your “hook” near this image.
· 3) Items you plan to teach/ students to learn should each be developed into a short discussion that focuses on the SCIENCE that will be taught/learned.

· 4) “Recommend my audience” should be developed into a paragraph that states what was good about your project and where they can find information and why they might give this project a try. In addition, please comment on any obstacles you encountered doing this project. You might say what was “hard” about the project.

· 5) The “three best references” must be developed into a standard bibliography with all required elements. You may find the bibliography format on the school web page.

· 6) “Here’s how I will present my project” will be where you discuss your format (Powerpoint, Movie, Demonstration) and must include descriptive sentences that are rich in science vocabulary. Please use a bold font for each science word you use.

· 7) The “materials I will need “must be both what you used to complete the project and what you will need when you present your project to the class.

· 8) Add a concluding paragraph explaining how and why you decided on this project and what are your plans for future projects. You must do an AY project each trimester (two more this year).

· 9) Use spell check and then print your document and hand it in to your excellent teacher!
